Altogether 16 teams will participate in the final tournament of the 2008 Women's European
Championship in FYR Macedonia.

NOR (defending champion), RUS, FRA, GER, HUN (ranked 2 to 5 at the EURO 2006 in Sweden)
and the organiser MKD — altogether 6 teams — are already qualified directly for the Final
Tournament in FYR Macedonia. The remaining ten places will be decided via play-off matches in
May/June 2008:

Procedure:
First step:  One team of pot 3 is drawn against one team of pot 1. (6 times)
Second step: One team of pot 3 is drawn against one team of pot 2. (3 times)

Third step: Remaining two teams of pot 2 are drawn against each other.

For each pairing the home and away right will be drawn.
